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A Neighbourhood Learning Centre is the centre of the community. It is 
both a place and a set of partnerships between the school and other 
community resources. Its integrated focus on academics, building capacity 
of children and youth, family support, and community development leads 
to improved student learning, stronger families, and healthier 
communities. 
The school is characterized by 

• extended services 
• extended hours 
• extended relationships
